Did you live in one of the biggest or smallest house in Dilworth? 

It was definitely one of the biggest. Our house had 10 rooms and 3 & 1/2 bathrooms.

 

How did your family come to live in Dilworth?  

We originally lived on a family-owned farm north of charlotte. My dad worked for Duke Power Company at that time and moving to Charlotte was more convenient for his work. My parents felt that my three sisters and twin brother needed to get in a more educated environment. My twin and I were 3 years old when we moved to Charlotte.

 

Did your parents make a decent amount of money? 

My Dad was the breadwinner of the family and my mom was a homemaker. He must have made a fair salary at that time because I remember him lending money to his friends and getting a lot of interest payback.
 

What did you notice about your neighborhood that differed from pre-dominantly black neighborhoods? 

Everyone was white, no other ethnic groups that I can remember. You didn’t really have a variety of culture of ethnic groups. My neighborhood was always clean and low in crime. 
 

Briefly describe your home and neighborhood:  

Our home was on Dilworth Rd West. Most of the houses were two-story with medium-sized, well-manicured lawns. Our house had a tile front porch that stretched the length of the front of the house with two big columns holding up the overhang. Everyone in the neighborhood seemed to be economically okay and the people were friendly.   There were no blacks that I remember in the neighborhood.   I think the only time I saw blacks in the area was when they were doing janitorial and lawn care jobs.
